The Bible Comes to Lite

Pastor Wai Lim

Last year, from September 22 through October 9, | was in the
Middle East, specifically Israel and one of the surrounding nations
where the events of the bible took place. My holy land trip moved
me to more deeply know our great God as true, powerful, and
reconciling.

Our God is historically true

There are few things that are as physically inspiring as walking on
the very ground that Jesus, the God who created all that is in the
universe, also walked upon or to step into the very sea that Jesus
sailed on in a boat or also walked upon. We visited the port of Jaffa
or Joppa, where Jonah caught a ship to flee from God. We saw
what’s left of Herod’s temple (just a wall), Bethlehem, where Jesus
was born, Golgotha, where Jesus was crucified, and the garden tomb
where Jesus was buried and rose again. We ascended the Mount of
Olives, where Jesus prayed in the Garden of Gethsemane and taught
the Olivet discourse (Matthew 24). Everywhere we walked brought
the bible to life and cemented in our hearts and minds that we don’t
serve a fairy tale or make-believe God, but a real, true, historical God.
Moses, Jonah, Joshua, and all the people in the bible really lived.
Jesus truly lived a miraculous life, died, and rose again. It’s historical
fact.
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Our God is powerful

In each of these settings, the power of God came to life. The most
notable was the garden tomb, where the man, Jesus, was also
declared to be the Son of God with power as He rose from the dead
(Romans 1: 4, 1 Corinthians 15). What could be more of a testimony
to the power of God than the place where one of the greatest, if not
the greatest event in all of human history took place? We also saw
Capernaum, where Jesus healed Peter’s mother and performed
many other miracles. We saw the sea of Galilee where Jesus walked
on water. Through these places, we remembered that He is able to
do exceedingly abundantly beyond all that we ask or think, according
to the power that works within us (Ephesians 3: 20 — 21). We serve
a powerful, miraculous God.

Our God is reconciling

One of the most powerful miracles of God that He is still
performing today is changing men’s hearts so that they have peace

with God through Jesus (Romans 5: 1). Walking the Via Dolorosa, the
path Jesus took as He carried the cross, was a powerful reminder of
the price Jesus paid so that we could be reconciled to God, as was
seeing the Garden of Gethsemane, where Jesus sweated drops of
blood before his crucifixion.

Being in Israel also reminded us that only God’s power can
reconcile men to one another. One sees the contrast between the
cleanliness in the Jewish quarter and the more disheveled
Palestinian sections. Pamela and | left Israel and went into a
neighboring country just days before rockets were fired upon Israel.
We left Amman on October 9, just two days after the Hamas attack.

Gordon Jin:

| grew up in a Christian family. | grew up believing God, but never
believing in Him. In my mind, | believed that a God existed and that
this God created the heavens and the earth, died for our sins, and
rose again on the third day. | came to church singing "The fruits of
the spirit are love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness,
faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control." | memorized numerous
words, verses, and songs, but they never entered my heart. My faith
was like a house built on sand ready to fall. Words entered one ear
and out the other, and | failed to put God's word into practice.

Because of this, COVID distanced me away from God. | made
excuses not to attend the online sessions. | stopped praying and
started believing in my own ability to fix my life. l idolized games, TV,
grades, and boosting my resume. | became addicted to pornography
because | felt a hole in my heart | thought sexual pleasure could
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momentarily fill. | started subscribing to atheist beliefs- beliefs that
championed nihilism and the purposelessness of life.

Without understanding my place on Earth, | felt depressed which
led to terrible sleep and sluggishness during the day. On the rare
occasion | did go to church, | played games on my phone during
Sunday Service and made no effort to engage with others and build
a community. | tried scouring the web for self-improvement tips. |
tried changing my friend group. | tried getting perfect grades and
impressive extracurriculars so that people would think that I'm
worth something. But none of these brought me happiness. At this
point, | was willing to do anything to escape this vicious cycle that
destroyed me.

Fast forward to 2023 on a Sunday morning, my friend asked me if
| was going to church. | then realized how long it's been since | last
went, so out of embarrassment | decided to go. Coincidentally, or
not, that day was the deadline for Camp Impact registration. Again,
| was willing to try anything to turn my life around, so | decided to
sign up for Impact hoping that if God did exist, | would be able to
connect with Him and ask Him for healing. During my one-on-one, |
was told that | can try to follow my own path and eliminate all of my
sin through my own efforts, which proved to be an impossible battle,
or | can follow God's path and He will wash away my sin as | grow
closer with Him. | realized that God was trying to lead me to a better
life through camp. The worship music touched my heart, and | knew
it came from God. Hearing others' personal testimonies during
campfire sharing made me realize that I've experienced the same
difficulties as other Christians, and there is a new life available with
Lord Jesus.
